Ideas For Reading & Writing Success At Home

Your will need to make Flash Cards out of Index Cards or Strips of Paper:

          *Add Word Wall Words to Flash Cards

1) Memory:
Need two sets of flash cards with 2 of each word.  Turn over 2 cards at a time looking for a match.  Students must read all cards that he/she turns over.  Keep all matches found.  If the 2 cards do not match, turn them back over and try again. Can be played alone or with several people.

2) Go Fish:
Just like the card game. Use above flash cards, need 2 sets of each word.  Pass seven cards to each person. With partner, ask for a word that is in your hand. If your partner has the word he/she gives you the word, if the partner does not have the word, you pick from the pile. Continue until all cards are used from your hand.

3) Build A Sentence:


Use flash cards to create simple sentences.  Students read sentence they have built and can practice writing the sentence on lined paper.

4) Build A Word:


Students use flash cards with letter sounds, blends, digraphs to make words. Use words from Word Wall Word List. Can also use unknown words from nightly reading.

5) Make New Words:


Students create new words from words given. Can use Word Wall Words, unknown words from nightly reading, words that rhyme (word families). (-at, -it,-ug, -og, -an, -am, -em, -en, -ip, -op, -on, -in, -ot) 

(Change dig into wig, fig, jig, big, pig, rig etc.)

6) Practice blends, digraphs, endings:

Blends – 2 or 3 letters that make one sound at the beginning of words 

(bl, cl, fl, gl, pl, cl, cr, br, dr, fr, gr, pr, st, sc, str etc.)

Digraphs – 2 or 3 letters that make one sound at the end of words 

(st, mp, ck, er, rt, nk, etc.)

Endings: 2 or 3 letters at end of words 

(ing, s, es, est, ‘s, ly, ed etc.)

7) Writing:
Create writing activities using anything! Photos, pictures in books, magazines, events (real or pretend), make shopping lists, write directions on how to do something or how to get somewhere, write about a favorite book, game.  Write about your favorite character in a book, write a book summary, change the problem or theme of a favorite book. Brainstorm things to write about include details, descriptions, punctuation, capitalization.  Illustrate stories and read aloud.
